“I sent various examples to
Jessica and refused to believe
that it couldn’t be done,” said
Hall.

Dramer guided Hall through
the tooling and manufacturing
process.

“We found out that you can’t
make a whole ball in an injection
mold,” said Hall, “so Jessica fig-
ured out how to make each half
of the ball identical, with a ‘yin
and yang’ that fit together”

After they made their third
prototype of the EZ Bouquet,
Hall overheard a TV pitch for
“Oprah’s Next Big Idea”

ready, pack your bags, you're
flying to Chicago to meet
Oprah,” said Dramer.

She sat in the front row at the
TV show taping, while Hall in-
troduced the product to Oprah
and guests Paula Deen and
Carson Kressley.

“I'm not sure but'this was a
great beginning,” she replied
with a smile.
